What are the GED tests? How is the GED scored?

There are 5 parts to both the
Practice GED and the Official
GED Test Battery:

1. Math

2. Language Arts-Writing
3. Science

4. Social Studies

5. Language Arts-Reading.

Each test is scored separately.

EACH OFFICIAL GED TEST
MAY BE TAKEN 1-AT-A-TIME,
over a period of one year from
registration. Passing scores will
be maintained until December
31, 2011, but a re-registration
fee will be required after one
year in order to continue.

A “perfect” score (no errors) for
each test is 800.

To pass the GED: A minimum
score of 410 is required for any
individual test, and a total point
accumulation of 2,250 and an
average of 450 for all 5 tests are
requirements for passing.

In the State of New Hampshire,
passing scores for any individual
tests may be kept until the next
GED publication date, but rules
may be different in other states.
